Visit Newport 
or Covington, Kentucky to have beautiful views of the Ohio River and the skyline of 
Cincinnati. Cincinnati affords numerous cultural activities to choose from, including the 
Cincinnati Museum Center, stargazing at the Cincinnati Observatory, the renowned Taft 
Art Museum and free entrance to the Cincinnati Art Museum. After a fun-filled afternoon, 
stop to enjoy a show at either the Cincinnati Music Hall or the Aronoff Center, which 
regularly feature high-quality concerts and plays.  

The Creation Museum is about a 43-minute drive southwest in Petersburg, Kentucky. 
Approximately one hour’s drive south is the life-size Ark Encounter, while to the north is 
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the National Air Force Museum in Dayton, which is home to the largest and most 
extensive collection of U.S. Air Force history in the country.
